Students are asked to arrive on time to
their classes. Students cannot come late or leave early and still receive BHA credit or a monetary credit, under any circumstances.

Payment and cancellation information: Full payment is required at the time of course registration. If a student needs to cancel a class, written
documentation must be sent 7 days prior to class in order to receive a full refund. Cancellations made after those 7 days might be issued a
credit at the discretion of the training department. If a student fails to cancel class before the class begins, there will be no credit issued under
any circumstances.
